TEEN DENTAL VOUCHERS  
Many families will have received a ‘Teen Dental Voucher’ (TDV) from the Federal Government, to help cover the cost of a 
general check up and preventative treatment needed. 
The School Dental Service (SDS) does accept TDV’s, but they will only be accepted when the van is at your child’s school, 
when a full examination is done. Regardless of whether your child received a TDV or not, the School Dental Service will still 
be offering treatment to every student at the school. 
If your child’s school will not be seen by the SDS in the year we will endeavour to advise the school as early as possible, so 
parents can arrange to use the voucher elsewhere. Any treatment resulting from check ups done by Private Dentists will only 
be carried out by the SDS when they are at your child’s school at the next recall, after they have been examined by us and a 
treatment plan formulated – this may NOT always correspond with the treatment plan devised by the Private Dentist. Any 
discrepancies can be discussed with a Dentist from our Service, before treatment begins.
