Estimating and measuring area
In the early years of school, your child will ngechave an understanding of the concept of area.
Here are a few tips to develop your child’s knowjeaf this concept:
talk to your child about what measuring the areaarhething means. In simplest terms it means cgeecd a
surface
encourage your child to estimate before they meaasithis will help them to think logically
many household items can be used to cover and meesistfaces — your child could experiment with isesach as
leaves, tiles, lids, envelopes, shoes, books. Yamuewen try using your feet and hands
talk about ‘covering surfaces’ when your childrisélved in activities such as painting and cologriplaying with
pattern blocks or jigsaw puzzles, matching lideaatainers, making patterns or even covering a&talith a table
cloth or placemat
ensure your child sorts everyday objects accorttirtheir area in everyday situations such as sépgrthe larger
plates from the smaller plates, making piles ofilgirrsized jigsaw pieces, or finding cloths thatule cover a
coffee table or kitchen table
ask your child to lay out enough newspaper on lber for table to protect the surface from spill$obe they use
paint.

Learning about volume and capacity
In the classroom, your child will hear terms sushvalume’ and ‘capacity’.
Volume is the amount of space taken up by a coatamsolid object or the contents of a contaifbe amount a container is
capable of holding is its capacity.
While your child does not need to know the differeietween these terms in the early years of siclipdiere are a few
Ways you can help improve your child’s understagdifivolume and capacity:
gather some empty containers, plastic if possifldjfferent shapes and sizes and give your clplolootunities to
pour water and sand into the containers
ask questions to get your child talking about vithay are doing and discovering. You can encourhigebly asking
guestions such as "which container will hold moraftl asking them to predict the outcome
encourage your child to compare the volume of doata, using a variety of objects e.g. spoons,dis cups. You
can ask your child to estimate "how many cups it take to fill this container” and "will it take are cups or more
spoons to fill this container?”
